The following are some of the issues and concerns voiced by the community attendees:

1.  Q:  Taxes that are ear marked for recreation, where do they go?

A:  Taxes are used to update/maintain existing facilities and construct new parks around the county.

2.  Q:  I heard that the $3.00 per head is going up.

     A:  We have a Fees Committee working on a Tenant/Landlord relationship.

3.  Q:  There is nothing on the website about the basketball league at Friarsgate.   

     
How do I make that happen?

A:  RCRC will be launching a new website this month.  We will get your 

contact  information and make it happen. 


4.  Q:  Fencing at Friarsgate not finished.  The company went out of 
business, so where did the rest of the PARD money go?

     A:  Brian advised will look into the issue.

5.  Q:  Do you have any concerns that more people did not participate in the 
survey?

     A:  Community response was good.

6.  Q:  RCRC needs to get more input from the community.

A:  Suggestion boxes scheduled for installation at all facilities, working on new  Community Advisory Teams and planning more town halls in the future.
7.  Q:  How do you communicate programs and events at facilities?

     A:   We know that we need to work on this, right now we use the game 
     plan, website, flyers and the newspaper.    
8.  Q:  What is going on with the floors at Ballentine Center?  We still can’t walk 
on them.

     A:  Will look into this issue.

9.  Q:  The restrooms at Ballentine being built for the soccer leagues, do the 
leagues pay RCRC anything?

     A:  Right now, $3.00 per head, Fees Committee working on a new RCRC fee  

           structure.

10. Q:  How is RCRC coming up with prices for the landlord/tenant and rental   

fees?

      A:  Will discuss with league members in detail after meeting.

11.  Q:  What is on the Bond Project list for Friarsgate?

       A:  The Bond Project list will be on the website with updates.
