-Performs repairs to playground equipment, fencing, water lines and structural building components, and operates maintenance vehicles

-Performs athletic field maintenance and construction, including preparing playing surfaces and making fields for use
-Operates push mowers, weed eaters, backpack blowers, edgers, hedge trimmers and a variety of powered equipment to maintain parks to RCRC standards.

-Assist in daily clean up and debris removal at park sites

-Performs general repairs and performs daily maintenance 

-Assists with new installation/replacement of turf, trees and shrubs
